- Maintain sources once, offer packages for everybody

- Make the distribution creation transparent and
reproducable

- Support the “Release early, Release often” approach
- Involve and connect the open source communities
- Make it easy and secure to install new software

Server Infrastructure
- The Build Service server hosts all sources
- provides the build systems to create packages

- provides download and mirror infrastructure for
packages

- Is the communication framework

A set of tools:

- The tools are used for local operations on the
workstation

- or for remote operations on the openSUSE server.

The open design of the Build Service

- Everyone will be able to use the Build Service.
- The Build Service tools are open source.

- The Build Service provides a public API.

- The Build Service can get integrated into existing tools.

- The Build Service is not limited to SUSE based
distributions

- Integration with existing web pages is possible.
